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ECS 306 SYLLABUS - Fall 2008

REQUIRED TEXT: Marian Marion, Guidance of Young Children (Seventh Edition).

RECOMMENDED: Faber & Mazlish, How To Talk So Kids Will Listen & How To
Listen So Kids Will Talk, Avon Books, Revised 1999.

Also required will be some supplemental reading. The supplemental reading will be in the form of
handouts and supplemental books. Supplemental books may be located in local libraries and
commercial bookstores.

This course will provide a gudy of positive guidance and discipline for parents and teachers.
Emphasswill be on understanding development, temperament, experiences, relationships and
learning how these factors interact and result in behavior. Methods of communication, goals of
misbehavior, and natural and logical consequences will be included aswe discuss sound practices for
helping children develop a €nse of self-control and interdependence

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Attendance: Attendance at all classes is required. Missing three or more classes will result in NOT
being able to receive a passing grade. You are responsible for acquiring all information, handouts,
and assignments you missed due to an absence from a classmate and not the instructor.

Sudents arerequired to do their own reading of materials, you may work
together to synthesize and understand the information, however the written work, exams, and oral
presentations MUST BE YOUR OWN WORK IN YOUR OWN WORDS! Be sure to cite any quote
you use.

3.0 All the above, plusread the recommended book and complete the accompanying worksheets and the
in book assignments, and any additional outsid e projects or observations or assignments giv en receiving
an average of 3.25+ grade point on all work. A “B” is a very good, solid understanding of the topic and
beginning ability to apply the information.

4.0 All the above, plusread a book from the book list, then write a synthesis paper, a one page handout for
your classmates, and five an oral presentation on the book, receiving an average of a 3.5+ grade point on all
work. An “A” is an exceptional understanding of the topic and the ability to apply/use the
information correctly and consistently.

Assignment Descriptions

NOTE: all assignments are due on the date listed on the syllabus. Papers should be clearly organized, typed, neat, and
orderly. In class papers must be legibly printed in blue or black ink. While thisisnot a writing class, it is a college level
course. Proper spelling, grammar and complete sentences and paragraphs are assumed. If your writing is not at college
level you will berequired to work with atutor and all your paperswill need to be signed off by the tutor. All assignments
must be your own work in your own words. Be sure to score yourself before turning your work in based on the criteria
developed. All graded & returned papers will be kept in a 3-hole notebook and resubmitted as a portfolio on December
6" with the assignment log sheet. Missing work will not count towards the final course grade.

The day the chapter isto beread you must take the
quiz at the start of class. Submit any required OApply Your KnowledgeO (AYK) or ORflecting on Key ConceptsO
(RKC) homework. Submit any questions you still have after reading the chapter or I@ assume you understand
everything covered in that chapter. (Mandatory for all students working towards a “C” or better grade.)

Final Exam:

A final exam will be distributed by April 19", and will be due on May 17". (Mandatory for all students working
towards a “C” or better grade.)

Each student will select a parenting/ discipline book other than the text, (and it must not be one you are reading for
one of your other ECSclasses) to beread and reported on.

See handout for criteriafor the paper and the one-page synopsis needed for each of your fellow students
on the day of your presentation. Be prepared to give short oral presentation. A list of possible books for the report
will be distributed in class.
